





Greatest Scene of All Time

You will be creating an image that uses the following features listed below.  Some of these items require skills that you will have to learn along the way.  This is a challenging task but once completed you will have a solid understanding of photoshop techniques that you can then apply to creating your webpage.

1. Pick a background from the folder… one of these images will be the background upon which all the other images will be placed.
2. There are other files in the “Images > Create your Own” folder.  Use at least 9 of them.
You must use at least a part of each of them in your creation.
Put the file name in your layer name, along with any editing you did, for example: 


Basket – opacity
3. Add at least another 12 images (each in a different layer), most easily accomplished if you use “google.ca” and click on the “images” tab.  Do a basic search for an item… then set the following options to ensure that you get high(er) resolution images:


press on the “show options” link near the top of the webpage,


in the “any size” section, select “large”
4. Use the following Transformations… (“image > transform”) in three different layers.

Make sure you include the transformation in your layer name (ex: skyscraper – skew)
5. Use the following tools/skills in some of your layers:

opacity

filter(s)

at least 3 effects (lots in the “effects” window)
Make sure you include the skill in your layer name (ex: Sun – bumpy, opacity)
6. Use the text tool twice (once with vertical and once with horizontal) to write your full name (first & last) and the title of your masterpiece.
7. Complete the following tasks:
(
make it look like your favorite show/movie is playing on the tv screen

(hint: might be a good place to use skew or perspective)

(
put a headshot picture of you in a picture frame

(
the puppy looks like it is sitting in the empty basket


(part of the puppy should be hidden/covered by the outside of the basket)

(
change the colour of the gnome’s hat


(I should still be able to see the creases in the hat)




(
make a shadow appear on the ground (or against a wall) of at least one thing

in your picture… include the word “shadow in your layer name (ex: Gnome – shadow)
8. It is important to consider the layout and placement of the different parts of your image.  Though it will appear random it should have some sense to it.  You are making a movie scene.
Evaluation:

· Includes all items listed above – 10 marks
· Uses all techniques listed above – 10 marks
· Layers are all named properly – 5 marks
· Overall quality of the image – 10 marks
· Total marks – 35 marks
