· The specific thing you want to achieve
· The deadline to achieve it
· Specific actions you will take to get there
· Who will support you with it
· An obstacle and how you will overcome it

You can write it in a different order than what you see here. Just ensure it makes sense!

Example:
In the next marking period, I will get a B in Math. I plan to take careful notes and review them at least two days before tests and quizzes so that I can ask the teacher questions about what I don't understand. I will do my math homework before I do things with friends, and when I hand it in, I will ask the teacher about anything I am not sure about. When I get anything wrong, I will make sure to ask the teacher, or one of my classmates how they got the right answer.
