Overview













Science 9 is divided into four big ideas: Cells are derived from cells; the electron arrangement of atoms impacts their chemical nature; electric current is the flow of electric charge; the biosphere, geosphere, hydrosphere, and atmosphere are interconnected, as matter cycles and energy flows through them. These big ideas cover the sciences of Biology, Chemistry, Physics and Earth Science.  The application of knowledge and thorough understanding of these sciences is at the center of this course. The Core competencies of thinking, communication and personal and social skills will be the manner in which we will explore Science.
