Coming up with a topic was the most challenging element of this topic for me. You would think it would be writing the essay, finding a good article or actually presenting, but I really struggled to come up with a good topic. I was proud of how I answered the questions the class asked. I felt that for the most part I gave answers that were concise and kept to our opinion on the topic. Usually my speaking in French without a preplanned script involves a fair bit of stuttering or forgetting where I'm going because I'm struggling with vocabulary, but I didn't have so much of a problem during my debate, and the feedback I got from my friends gave me the impression that I was speaking pretty clearly. This was a big confidence booster heading into the DELF oral presentation in the next week or two. 
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
