	First Peoples Principles of Learning

	Materials Needed

Book: People of the Land: Legends of the Four Host First Nations
Blackline Master: Legend Story Map
                              Map of Lower Mainland




	Guiding Question: 
How do First Peoples explain how objects came to be?

	Assignment Overview

Each of the Four Host Nations has a chapter where they describe their connection to the land and retell two of their creation stories. Teachers can choose to read-a-loud a creation story or divide students up to read them independently and fill out a Legend Story Map.

	

Introduction
The title is called ‘People of the Land’, ask students; ‘what does the title tell us about the Four Host Nations?’ Read the Introduction from one of the four nations so students understand the importance of the land to the First Nations.
Hand out the map of Lower British Columbia
Students can shade in the traditional territories of the four host nations and reflect on how and why their territories overlap.

	Activity
· Choose one of the creation stories to read-a-loud to your students.
· Hand out the Legend Story Map Blackline Master to each student. (you may want to enlarge the Legend Story Map onto 11x17 paper in order to increase the space students may need to write down the significant events.)
· Begin by having the students copy down the title of the story and the nation it is from.
· As you read, pause every so often so students can fill in the organizers for ‘characters’, ‘setting’, ‘problem’, and ‘events’.
· Continue reading, filling out the events. If students need more room, have them continue the events on the back of the sheet.
· Fill in the ‘solution’ (Note: some legends do not have a solution)
· Fill in the Magic/Transformation box. Such things as being able to talk to animals, transforming in to different objects, etc.
· Lesson/Teaching can be the explanation of how or what was Created in the legend.
Extension: Once all the stories have been mapped out, have students choose their favorite story to retell to the class or to a buddy class.


	Assessment 
How well the students are able to listen to the legend and write down the important events on to the organizer.
Have students retell the legend. Check to see if they include all the important events.
