If | didn't speak | tried to
understand everything the class was talking about and see things through
different perspectives. This helped me use these different perspectives as
evidence to support my thesis in my synthesis. The purpose of the style of
writing | used was based around the proper form and structure, but the way |
may have said things were somewhat unorthodox as somethings were said in
the way | understood it and not how others could see it. | put things from my
brain straight to the paper to try and give a deeper meaning, but some things
were vague. We needed to be personally and socially responsible while writing
and of our final product too because the themes of the stories touched on the
universality of the situations. even during the discussions | didn't ignore what
was trying to be said from the theme. | embraced the somewhat taboo themes
because | knew that it would give me a deeper understanding of the stories.
These stories really helped my critical thinking as both of the stories were
interpretive and we needed to analyze them carefully to understand certain
symbols and why things were significant. Analyzing helped me realize that
certain things in an interpretive fiction that may be confusing have a greater
meaning that connects to the theme of the story. Overall this synthesis essay
helped me write, understand, and interpret short stories in my own style of
writing while being responsible personally and socially of the universality of
situations portrayed in the stories.
