	Effective organizational structure:  beginning, middle and end – ideas flow through transitions 
	

	
	The composition begins with a compelling hook and ends with a thoughtful ‘take-away’ for the reader
	

	
	After the hook (context of the issue is established), an argument or persuasive stance is established via a thesis statement 
	

	
	Minimum two sources (each stance represented): well-chosen and effective, attributed and integrated correctly (in-sentence quoting or independent clause set-up with a colon), and hyperlinked
	

	
	Formal voice, using the 3rd person no ‘I’s’ or ‘you’s (unless it is in a quote); style attempted via a rhetorical device
	

	
	Revision evident:
Grammar and sentence structure enhance, rather than detract from the composition. The writing is concise (not repetitive or ‘wordy’)
	

	
	Instructions followed: length 550 to 600 words, formatting, content is original and authentic
