In Spanish 9, you will receive on-going feedback (formative assessment) to help you identify your weaknesses and strengths in order to learn Spanish as well as you can.  

Your ability to meet the outcomes will be assessed with a combination of tests (called pruebas), conversation activities, project assignments and one final exam (all forms of summative assessment).  All of the tests which coincide with the three En Español  units consist of tasks designed to test a combination of speaking, listening, reading and writing skills.
Assessment:
10 PRUEBAS:  60%   tests Speaking ,listening, reading and writing skills


ASSIGNMENTS : 25%   various types of in class projects 
FINAL EXAM:      15%    speaking and reading test
